You know when some of these newcomers come around, and if I told
them the school was established in 1862, they might say you don't
know what you're talking about. So I say nothing., People say thé

school house that's there is the first one here, but it isn't.
I know what house it it now! It's Lowery's places
You know where the auditing shop is on 882 Well, just to the right of

it was the blacksmith shop. I remember asva small child standing

in the door, watching the blacksmith beat away on his iron.

I think it's Unhcle Fred Serine's home, Bﬁt everybody says its
